Sawyer, and Anstiss S. Kimball, and 
were under the charge of Mr. Oaldwcll, who resigned his office as a 
member of' the S. S. Committ.ee, ill the Autumn. 

In regard to thcm, he wishes the present Committee to say, viz: that 
they wer;, all in good order, and acquitted themselves extremely weI!. 

No. 1. ';VINTER.-VVARREN CLARK, teacher. In consequence of 
ncglect on the part of the propel' person to notify the Superintending 
Committee of the lengt.h of' the sehool, it was visited but alice. The 
teacher showed a determination to do his best in adv:lI1cing the scholars 
in thcir various studies but appeared to lack somewhat in that energy of 
charactcr so essential in making a school what it should be.
